2. No amendment of the Senate to a general appropriation bill which would be in violation of the provisions of 

clause 2 of Rule XXI, if said amendment had origInated in the House, nor any amendment of the Senate providing 
an appropriation upon any bill other than a general appropriation bill, shall be agreed to by the managers on the part 
of the House unless specific authority to agree to such amendment.shall be first giveh by the House by a separate 
vote on every such amendment. 

Section 5, Rule XXI. 
5. No bill or joint resolution carrying appropriations shall be reported by any committee not having jurisdiction 

to report appropriations, nor shall an amendment proposing an appropriation be in order during the conslderation of 
a bill or jomt resolution reported by a cOlllcmittee not having that jurisdiction. A question of order on an appropri. 
ation in any such bill, joint resolution, or amendment thereto may be raised at any time. 

CALL OF COMMITTEES UNDER PARAGRAPH 4, RULE 24.
